Coffee Pot Maintenance—Ray Fowler and Dean Shupe have 
been the caretakers of our Bunn coffee system for years, 
and they would like to share their wisdom with others. 
  
Environmental Stewardship Team—This group of 2-4          
disciples will explore how we can be better stewards of our 
facilities, supplies, and God’s creation then offer suggestions 
for implementation. 
  
Personnel Ministry—This group of 4-5 people will review 
our personnel policies and procedures and offer suggestions 
for improvement for Session’s approval. This group will then 
oversee implementation of those suggestions. 
  
Prayer Shawl Ministry– Do you know how to knit or crochet 
or would you like to learn? We have interested folks willing 
to offer instruction. Shawls will be prayed over and donated 
to folks in our community that could use a reminder of 
God’s constant presence and provision. 
  
Van Care Team—This group of 2 or 3 people will oversee 
the regular maintenance and care of the van by formulating 
a regular maintenance schedule and either providing the 
necessary or taking the van local service provider. 
  
Website Renovation—Ideally, this group of 4-5 people will 
include people who are web savvy and have some              
technological skills but will also include folks who have some 
marketing or publicity experience. They will formulate an 
action plan to renovate the UPC and ULC website and will 
submit those plans to the Session and ULC Board                 
respectively for their approval. This group will also oversee 
the implantation of those plans. 
  
Worship Recording Team—This group of 2-3 people will 
formulate a plan and process for recording worship service 
that we can post online. They will also coordinate other   
disciples to record. Ideally, recorders would only serve once 
every 6-8 weeks.

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Nominating Committee Seeks Your Input! 
 
The 2019 Nominating Committee members are Shannon Eggleston, Russ Houchins, Paul Seidman, Jacque Sherwood, 
and Dave Stenner; and they are hard at work prayerfully discerning who God is calling to serve as deacons and ruling 
elders.  Knowing how the Spirit works through community, they would appreciate your insights and recommendations .  
Please read over the duties of each office below then submit the name(s) of church members you believe God has gift-
ed for this service and what qualities each person possesses that would serve him/her well in that office.  You may sub-
mit your recommendations by completing the nomination form in the worship bulletin or by emailing your recommen-
dations to the church office upc@fuse.net. 
 
Officers serve three year terms unless filling a vacancy in a class in which case the officer serves for the remaining time 
of the term. Youth deacons serve a term of two years.  
 
In 2019, we will elect two elders for the Class of 2022. We will elect one deacon for the Class of 2021 and three dea-
cons for the Class of 2021. There are also two youth deacon positions. 
 
Duties of Ruling Elders (condensed from the Book of Order, section G-2.0301) 
Ruling Elders are chosen by the people. Together with ministers of the Word and Sacrament, they exercise leadership, 
government, and discipline and have responsibilities for the life of a particular church as well as the church at large. 
Ruling Elders should be persons of faith, dedication, and good judgment. Their manner of life should be a demonstra-
tion of the Christian gospel, both within the church and in the world.  It is the duty of ruling elders to strengthen and 
nurture the faith and life of the congregation. Together with teaching elders, they should encourage the people in the 
worship and service of God, equip and renew them for their tasks within the church and for their mission in the world, 
visit and comfort and care for the people, with special attention to the poor, the sick, the lonely, and those who are 
oppressed. They should assist in worship. Those duties which all Christians are bound to perform by the law of love are 
especially incumbent upon elders because of their calling to office and are to be fulfilled by them as official responsibili-
ties. 
 
Duties of Deacons (Book of Order, section G-2.0201) 
The ministry of deacon as set forth in Scripture is one of compassion, witness, and service, sharing in the redeeming 
love of Jesus Christ for the poor, the hungry, the sick, the lost, the friendless, the oppressed, those burdened by unjust 
policies or structures, or anyone in distress.  Persons of spiritual character, honest repute, exemplary lives, brotherly 
and sisterly love, sincere compassion, and sound judgment should be chosen for this ministry. 
Ruling elders and deacons may not serve more than 6 years consecutively, and it is generally not recommended that 
they serve more than one term consecutively.  The following are current ruling elders and deacons and are not recom-
mended for nomination this year.
